Barranquilla has international connectivity with the main ports in America, direct daily flights to Miami, Panama,
Maracaibo, Venezuela and the Dutch Caribbean islands, and national flights to Bogota, Medellin, Bucaramanga
and other locations.

Barranquilla provides a potential multimodal logistics platform to serve national and international markets, with
airway, maritime, land and fluvial connections with the main cities of Colombia and the main industrial and
commercials hubs in the World.

More than 13 shipping lines call at the Port of Barranquilla connecting with South, Central and North America, the
Caribbean, South East Asia and Europe.

Barranquilla is located at a 100 km i range from the Cartagena Port and Santa Marta Port having access to the
port infrastructure of the region.

A The Atlantico Region has the largest area under Free Trade Zone regime with 3 zones currently authorized by the
national government.
