The metalmechanic sector represents one of the largest industrial branches in the State of Atantico,
with a production share of over 12%. Its 600 companies employ around 10% of the industrial labor
force, representing the second largest employer in the State.

The industry’s main growth s due to the continuously rising share of exports, which grew 22% last
yearin the State of Atlantico, as well as the country'simports which grew 21%.

76% of the 2,47 million tons traded in the methalmecanic sector were transported through the ports
ofthe Atlantic region of Colombia. Of those, 44% were transported through the ports of Barranqmlla

The city has a long tradition in the methalmechanics industry, with companies operating since the
19305 throughout the industry’s extent, from heat treatments and metal coating, to the production
of intermediate and capital goods, oriented to satisfy the demand of various companies in the
construction, transportation, electric machinery, and auto parts, among other sectors.

Agrowing network of small companies, proactive in interrelating products and identifying opportu-
nities by exchanging knowledge, have created a niche segment in the industry supplying larger
manufacturers, less nimble to react to unpredictable market demands.

Barranquilla’s location, directly in front of the Atlantic Ocean and between Cartagena and Santa
Marta— 2 other port cities at less than a 2 hours drive each — represents a unique opportunity for
companies wishing to access Caribbean as well as Northem and Southemn American markets;
