A The metalmechanics sector represents one of the largest industrial branches in the State of Atlantico,
with a production share of over 12%. Its 600 companies employ around 10% of the industrial labor force,
representing the second largest employer in the State.

A 76% of the 2.47 million tons traded in the metalmechanics sector were transported through the ports of
the Atlantic region of Colombia. Of those, 44% were transported through the ports of Barranquilla.

A The city has a long tradition in the metalmechanichs industry, with companies operating since the 19306 s
throughout the i n d u s éxtent,6feom heat treatments and metal coating, to the production of
intermediate and capital goods, oriented to satisfy the demand of various companies in the construction,
transportation, electric machinery, and auto parts, among other sectors.
